Security 

Many visitors are warned about the state of crime in South Africa. Although often 
exaggerated, there is something to be said to encourage vigilance amongst our visitors. Always be 
alert when you walk on the street - pick pocketing is not common but does occur. At night, it is 
best to walk in groups of at least two and to avoid very quiet or dark streets. Be especially careful 
when drawing money from an ATM. Do not accept help from anybody (unless they work for the 
bank) and always make sure that you are not distracted. When driving in a car, rather put your 
cellphone, wallet, handbag, camera etc. out of sight and never leave anything inside the car when 
you park it. Rather put everything in the trunk.
