1. Introduction

The rapid change in technologies and work organization compels the National Meteorological
and Hydrological Services (NMHSs) and WMO Regional Training Centres (RTCs) to continuously
update and adapt their processes and structures to support newly emerging service
requirements. The RTCs have increased responsibility to respond to regional as well as global
needs in their education and training activities and approaches. The RTC involvements in
supporting the EW4AIl initiative needs to be extended by providing authentic training, focused
on specific needs.
