I wish to inform you that the collection of World Weather Records (WWR) 2020 will 

be postponed into 2022 and a separate WMO call will be issued in 2022 for the joint collection 

of 2020 and 2021 World Weather Records. The postponement has been proposed to allow 

focusing resources on the collection of the new Climatological Standard Normals 1991-2020, 

which is expected to start in October 2021 (a separate WMO call will be issued in due time).
