You may recall at the WMO Commission for Observation, Infrastructure and
Information Systems (INFCOM), First Session (Part III), Decision 18 (INFCOM-1) - Plan for a
Global Demonstration Project on the use of Uncrewed Aircraft Systems in operational
meteorology, was approved. This decision requests the Standing Committee on Earth
Observing Systems and Monitoring Networks (SC-ON) and the Standing Committee on
Measurements, Instrumentation and Traceability (SC-MINT) to consult with the relevant WMO
bodies, international organizations, research institutions, private entities and others to
formulate a proposal and plan for this activity, based on the concept provided in the annex to
the decision, and to be presented to the Commission for approval at its next session.

Currently, it is expected that the UAS Demonstration Campaign (UAS-DC), will
commence around mid-2023 and take place over a period of up to 12 months, during which
two or more intensive observing periods of about one month in duration might be
programmed.

To advance this activity and to provide the INFCOM with information regarding the
likely scope of the proposed UAS-DC, the INFCOM Joint Expert Team on Aircraft-Based
Observing Systems (JET-ABO) is conducting a survey and requests your organization to
provide a response.

Please note that the response to the survey does not constitute a commitment or
undertaking to participate in the campaign but will be used to measure potential interest and
possible participation.
