I have the honour to inform you that, at the kind invitation of the Government of
Indonesia, the third session of the Commission for Weather, Climate, Hydrological, Marine and
Related Environmental Services and Applications (SERCOM-3) and the Gender Conference will
be held in Bali, Indonesia, from 4 to 9 March 2024.

The scope of SERCOM-3 is to bring together technical experts from all around the
world and to facilitate their collaboration in developing standards for methods, procedures,
techniques and practices, and to ensure that their recommendations are provided to the WMO
Congress and Executive Council. The Gender Conference, planned to be held on 7 March 2024,
is aiming to share knowledge and facilitate exchanges on promoting Gender Equality and
Women’s Empowerment and Leadership through the Early Warnings for All initiative.

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I would like to draw your attention to the fact that, following Resolution 43 (EC-76)
- Revised travel policy with regard to Audit and Oversight Committee members, “policy and
rules governing the payment of travel expenses and subsistence allowances in respect of non-
staff Members of WMQO”, a limited amount of funds is available for principal delegates from
low-income and lower middle income economies, members of the commissions, for the
reimbursement, upon request, of costs of transportation and/or for the payment of a
subsistence allowance for the purpose of attending the session of the technical commission.
