Concept note: WMO Regional consultations on calculating and submitting
Climatological Standard Normals 1991-2020

Introduction:

Globally collected and compiled in a standard format, the Climatological Standard Normals
provide a powerful standard climate data set for various applications, including for:

(i) global and regional climate monitoring, (ii) validation and calibration of climate models used
for climate predictions and projections, (iii) development of various atlases which underpin
climate resources assessments, such as renewable energy potential, (iv) underpinning climate
statistics relevant for water management, agriculture, investment strategies, climate-related
health risk assessment, buildings and infrastructure standards, and others.

Definitions and general and methodological guidance on the calculation of Climatological
Standard Normals are available in (i) the WMO Technical Regulations, Volume I — General
Meteorological Standards and Recommended Practices (WMO-No. 49), (ii) the Manual on the
High-quality Global Data Management Framework for Climate (WMO-No. 1238),

(iii) the Guide to Climatological Practices (WMO-No. 100) and (iv) the WMO Guidelines on the
Calculation of Climate Normals (WMO-No. 1203).

WMO data collection procedure and timeline (cf. Decision 6 (SERCOM-1(II)):

1. A WMO call for submission of Climatological Standard Normals 1991-2020 including
detailed format specifications and collection approach will be launched in July 2021;

2. Collection period of Climatological Standard Normals 1991-2020: 1 October 2021 to
31 March 2022;

3. Collection assessment report to EC-75;

4, WMO call for late submissions of Climatological Standard Normals 1991-2020 in
July 2022;

5. Collection period of late submissions of Climatological Standard Normals 1991-2020:
1 October to 31 December 2022;

6. Publication of (preliminary*) Climatological Standard Normals 1991-2020 in 2023 and
final collection report Cg-19.

*Subject to data quality considerations.

Regional consultations:

A series of online regional consultations will be arranged by the Secretariat in close
collaboration with SERCOM'’s Expert Team on Data Requirements for Climate Services

(ET DRC) to promote the calculation of Climatological Standard Normals 1991-2020 and to
facilitate the exchange of information among NMHSs in order to underpin the Normals’
calculation and WMO collection processes.
