Programme Information Brochure

Leadership and management are important skills for all National Meteorological
and Hydrological Services (NMHSs). Development of these skills for Senior Management
of NMHSs is critical to the attainment of organizational efficiency, financial prudency, staff
motivation and in the accomplishment of organizational goals.

The Leadership and Management Programme for Senior Management of
NMHSs aims to develop successful managers in WMO Member NMHSs. Due to the
prevailing COVID-19 situation, the third run of the programme is conducted virtually over
two weeks in August of this year.
