In 2024, more than 10 years after this landmark event for drought
management, partners of the Integrated Drought Management Programme (IDMP) are
organizing a follow-up Drought Resilience +10 Conference to find new ways to tackle this
challenge. IDMP is co-sponsored by the World Meteorological Organization (WMOQO) and
the Global Water Partnership (GWP).
