DESCRIPTION
1. INTRODUCTION

The rapid change in technologies and work organization compels NMHSs and WMO Regional
Training Centres (RTCs) to continuously update and adapt their processes and structures to
support newly emerging service needs. RTCs in particular have increased responsibility to respond
to regional as well as national needs in their training activities and training approaches.

2. OBJECTIVES
The objectives of the seminar are:

(iy Toimprove the effectiveness of RTCs through better coordination with the WMO ETR Office;

(i)  To improve implementation of curriculum changes related to the recent WMO publication
No. 1083 and the Aeronautical Meteorological Forecaster Competency Standards, and
prepare for new standards in the near future;

(i) To identify training policies, processes and procedures to address regional and national
requirements;

{iv) To further develop professional relationships and community collaboration between RTCs.

3. PARTICIPANTS

This seminar is designed for directors and principals in RTCs, or their deputies. It is assumed that
the participants will be persons of considerable experience and qualifications. Fluency in English is
essential.

4. SEMINAR CONTENT AND ORGANIZATION

External assessment of WMO RTCs;

WMO Fellowships;

Training and educational support for Global Frameworks for Climate Services;

. RTC issues and feedback to WMO.
