Estimado senor/Estimada senora:

Por la presente quisiera referirme a la expedicion de visados para los Miembros de la
Organizacién Meteorologica Mundial (OMM) que participan en reuniones de los dérganos
integrantes y en las organizadas y/o patrocinadas por la OMM en Suiza y en otros paises del
espacio Schengen.

En el marco de una reciente consulta con la Misidbn Permanente de Suiza ante la
Oficina de las Naciones Unidas y otras organizaciones internacionales con sede en Ginebra, se
recomendd con insistencia que, a la luz de los procedimientos y medidas relativos al Sistema de
Informacién de Visados, se solicitasen con antelaciéon suficiente los visados necesarios para
asistir a reuniones o conferencias.

El Sistema de Informacion de Visados, que se utiliza para almacenar datos
biométricos de los solicitantes de visado para los paises del espacio Schengen, se esta
implantando gradualmente en todas las embajadas y los consulados suizos. Asimismo, Suiza ha
firmado acuerdos con ciertos paises donde no tiene representacion diplomatica o consular. Bajo
determinadas condiciones y solo para ciertos tipos de visado, estos acuerdos permiten a paises
del espacio Schengen donde no existe representacion suiza expedir visados.

Por lo tanto, el tiempo necesario para obtener un visado puede variar
considerablemente ya que el solicitante debera personarse en la embajada o el consulado para
presentar y registrar sus datos biométricos, que tendran una validez de cinco anos en el Sistema
de Informacion de Visados. En consecuencia, se recomienda encarecidamente que, con
antelacion suficiente, se consulte el sitio web correspondiente o se contacte directamente a la
embajada o el consulado suizo en el pais de residencia del solicitante para obtener informacion
sobre la asignacion de citas y los procedimientos vigentes.

A este respecto, quisiera invitarle a que tome debida nota del documento adjunto en
el que se enumeran las representaciones suizas en el extranjero, junto con los enlaces
correspondientes a través de los que se informa sobre los documentos que deberan presentarse
y las modalidades de entrevista (anexo 1). En este anexo se mencionan también los paises en
los que Suiza no tiene representacion y se indican los paises con los que se firmaron acuerdos.
Por ultimo, se adjunta una copia de la carta de la Misién Permanente de Suiza, en la que se
explican las medidas mencionadas anteriormente (anexo 2).

The Permanent Mission of Switzerland to the Office of the United Nations and other International
Organizations in Geneva presents its compliments to the Permanent Missions to the United
Nations Office and the other international organizations, to the Permanent Missions to the World
Trade Organization, the permanent representations to the Disarmament Conference, the special
missions, the permanent delegations and the International Organisations in Geneva and has the
honour to inform them as follows.

On 11th October 2011 the Schengen member states introduced the Visa Information System (VIS)
which is used to store biometric data (10 fingerprints and facial image) of the Schengen visa
applicant. All Swiss embassies and consulates are gradually being connected to the VIS system.
The Swiss Federal Office of Migration has established a roilout timetable enabling visa applicants
to see which Swiss embassies/consulates are concerned.

It is necessary for the visa applicant to make an appointment with the Swiss embassy/consulate in
his/her country of residence and present him/herself in person to submit and register his/her
biometric data. This data remains valid in the VIS system for a period of 5 years. A document in
several languages explaining the implementation of the VIS system, registration of biometric data
and the rollout timetable for Swiss embassies/consulates connected to the VIS system is available
by clicking on the following web link :

The time needed to obtain a visa depends greatly on local circumstances. In addition to this,
Switzerland has signed agreements with certain countries where it is not represented by a
diplomatic or consutar entity. Under certain conditions these agreements allow for the issuing of
visas by a Schengen state in a country where Switzeriand is not represented. It is therefore highly
recommended to enquire directly with the Swiss embassy/consulate in the applicant's country of
residence or to check the appropriate website.

Switzerland has implemented necessary measures to facilitate the issuance of visas for official
delegates invited to take part in conferences and international meetings with organizations having
concluded a headquarters agreement as well as other persons invited in the framework of good
offices. The Permanent Mission of Switzerland hereby requests the cooperation of international
organizations, Permanent Missions and authorities (MFA) of the sending States to ensure ail visa
requests are lodged within the requested time frame. This is necessary in order for Swiss
embassies and consulates abroad to undertake all necessary administrative tasks related to the
issuance of visas. Appointments to submit and register biometric data must be taken well in

advance.

When exceptional or urgent circumstances arise relating to Switzerland’s international obligations,
visas with limited territorial validity (LTV) may be issued as long as they abide with Schengen
regulations. The Permanent Mission of Switzerland wishes however to underline that such visas
can only be issued under exceptional circumstances. Late applications without approprigte
circumstances might be denied. Furthermore, the holder of a LTV visa must ensure his first port of
entry and port of departure in the Schengen area is Switzerland. The holder of a LTV visa is not
able to travel through another member state of the Schengen area.
