Asunto: Conferencia Regional de la Asociación Regional IV y actos paralelos  
(6 a 9 de febrero de 2023, Kingston, Jamaica) 

Finalidad: Informar a la Secretaría sobre su asistencia a los eventos indicados 
preferiblemente no más tarde del 20 de diciembre de 2022 

Estimado señor/Estimada señora: 

Me complace invitarle a la próxima Conferencia Regional de la Asociación 
Regional IV (AR IV) (América del Norte, América Central y el Caribe) y a los correspondientes 
actos paralelos. Estos eventos tendrán lugar del 6 al 9 de febrero de 2023 en Kingston 
(Jamaica), y la nota conceptual y el orden del día provisional figuran en el anexo a la presente 
carta. 

Como tal vez sepa, la reunión extraordinaria del Congreso Meteorológico Mundial 
celebrada en 2021 aprobó la Política Unificada de Datos de la Organización Meteorológica 
Mundial (OMM), junto con otras dos iniciativas de gran alcance, la Red Mundial Básica de 
Observaciones (GBON) y el Servicio de Financiamiento de Observaciones Sistemáticas (SOFF). 
Asimismo, la 75ª reunión del Consejo Ejecutivo aprobó la Resolución 3 (EC-75) — Iniciativa 
Mundial de las Naciones Unidas sobre las Alertas Tempranas y la Adaptación, concebida para 
respaldar la aplicación de medidas de adaptación climática. Con el objetivo de intercambiar 
información sobre las iniciativas pertinentes en materia de infraestructura y servicios  
—derivadas de las recientes resoluciones y decisiones aprobadas durante la reunión 
extraordinaria del Congreso de 2021, la 75ª reunión del Consejo, y las segundas reuniones de 
las Comisión de Aplicaciones y Servicios Meteorológicos, Climáticos, Hidrológicos y 
Medioambientales Conexos (SERCOM) y la Comisión de Observaciones, Infraestructura y 
Sistemas de Información (INFCOM), ambas celebradas en octubre de 2022—, la AR IV decidió 
organizar una Conferencia Regional, así como talleres paralelos sobre el SOFF y el Sistema 
Mundial Integrado de Sistemas de Observación de la OMM (WIGOS). La finalidad de esos 
eventos es contribuir a la aplicación a escala regional de las resoluciones y decisiones 
indicadas y, de ese modo, promover el fortalecimiento de las capacidades de los Servicios 
Meteorológicos e Hidrológicos Nacionales (SMHN). 

La Conferencia Regional incluirá actividades organizadas en formato híbrido que se 
desarrollarán a lo largo de cuatro días, con el objetivo principal de que los Representantes 
Permanentes de los Miembros de la AR IV, apoyados por los presidentes de los comités 
regionales y los equipos de expertos, examinen los progresos logrados con respecto al Plan de 
Ejecución Regional para 2022/2023 y debatan las prioridades más acuciantes en relación con 
las esferas de interés propuestas para el Plan Estratégico y el Plan de Funcionamiento de la 
OMM para 2024-2027 (véase el anexo a la Decisión 10 (EC-75) — Enfoque para la formulación 
del Plan Estratégico para 2024-2027). También deberían asistir a la Conferencia Regional 
aquellos coordinadores nacionales para el Sistema de Control de la Calidad de los Datos del 
WIGOS (WDQMS), o para la Herramienta de Análisis y Examen de la Capacidad de los 
Sistemas de Observación en Superficie (OSCAR/Superficie), que participarán en el Taller de 
Formación sobre Herramientas del WIGOS para Centros Regionales del WIGOS.

“Las personas que no pertenecen al personal de la OMM, pero han sido 
autorizadas a viajar a sus expensas y/o reciben dietas de ella, deberán asumir 
íntegramente los gastos incurridos en caso de muerte, enfermedad o lesión 
durante los viajes oficiales y la asistencia a reuniones en nombre de la 
Organización. Por tanto, les incumbirá únicamente a ellas la concertación de 
cualquier seguro de vida, salud o accidente, así como de cualquier otra 
modalidad de seguro, con un nivel de cobertura adecuado para la duración 
de las reuniones y eventos correspondientes. 

La responsabilidad de la OMM con respecto a esas personas se limitará a sus 
actividades de prestación de servicios o a su asistencia a reuniones en 
nombre de la Organización, y estará cubierta por un seguro de lesiones y 
enfermedad que ofrece una cobertura limitada de los gastos médicos y por 
urgencias médicas y de los gastos de viaje oficial adicionales”. 

Por razones administrativas, le agradecería que comunicase a la Secretaría de la 
OMM, preferiblemente no más tarde del 20 de diciembre de 2022, si podrá participar en 
la conferencia y si necesitará asistencia financiera. 

Quisiera aprovechar esta oportunidad para agradecerle su continuo apoyo a las 
actividades de la OMM.

CONCEPT NOTE 
(Version as of 30 November 2022) 

 
 
BACKGROUD 
The Extraordinary World Meteorological Congress (Cg-Ext (2021)) endorsed the WMO Unified 
Data Policy, together with two other far-reaching initiatives, the Global Basic Observing 
Network (GBON) and the Systematic Observations Financing Facility (SOFF). The latter two will 
help significantly to strengthen the exchange of observational data, which has been the 
foundation of WMO since its inception more than 70 years ago. 
 
The Secretary-General of United Nations (UN), António Guterres, announced on 23 March that 
UN will spearhead new action to ensure every person on Earth is protected by early warning 
systems within five years. In line with that statement, the 75th session of the WMO Executive 
Council (EC-75) approved Resolution 3: UN Global Early Warning/Adaptation Initiative for the 
implementation of climate adaptation. 
 
This set of initiatives will help to improve weather, climate and hydrological services across the 
globe, contributing to greater resilience and proactive responses for adaptation and 
preparedness to extreme events caused by climate variability and change, as well as to 
sustainable development and community security. 
 
With the aim of exchanging information on relevant initiatives concerning infrastructure and 
services, arising from recent resolutions and decisions made during the Cg-Ext (2021), the EC-
75, and the second sessions of the WMO Technical Commissions (SERCOM and INFCOM, both 
held in October 2022), WMO Regional Association IV (RA IV, North America, Central America 
and the Caribbean) decided to organize a Regional Conference (RECO) along with parallel 
workshops on SOFF and WIGOS tools. These events seek to contribute to the regional 
implementation of these resolutions, promoting the strengthening of the capacities of the 
National Meteorological and Hydrological Services (NMHSs). 
 
The RECO will include four-day sessions with RA IV Permanent Representatives to review the 
current progress of the Regional Implementation Plan 2022-2023 and discuss the most 
pressing priorities in line with the WMO Strategic Operational Plan Focus Areas [Annex to 
Decision 10 (EC-75)]. This session will include a strategic panel with partners and discussion 
on new projects and initiatives such as CREWS (Climate Risk & Early Warning Systems) 2.0, 
PREPARE and others. In parallel, RA IV Chairs, Focal Points and Expert Team leaders will 
participate in a planning session whose outcomes will be reported to Permanent 
Representatives for further discussion and endorsement. 
 
OBJECTIVES, TARGET AUDIENCE AND EXPECTED RESULTS 
The RECO will support the implementation of a range of WMO strategic objectives and Cg-Ext 
(2021) resolutions, including one plenary session on the Unified Data Policy 
(Resolution 1), the Global Basic Observing Network (GBON, Resolution 2) and the Systematic 
Observations Financing Facility (SOFF, Resolution 3). It is also expected to raise awareness, 
collect regional priorities, and engage high-level political support to achieve the UN SG’s call. 
Finally, the RECO will provide the opportunity to review and update the RA IV Regional 
Priorities (2024-2027) and the main elements for the Regional Implementation Plan 2024-
2027 to be considered at the forthcoming session of the WMO Executive Council and the World 
Meteorological Congress, to be held in February and May 2023, respectively.

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The RECO is aimed at the Directors of the NMHSs and the Hydrological Adviser of the RA IV 
Member States and Territories, as well as the staff dealing with infrastructure, strategy, 
legislation, and public-private engagement. Representatives of the private and academic 
sectors are also invited to the plenary session. 
 
The objective of the SOFF Workshop is to discuss and develop the outline of a coordinated 
SOFF programming proposal in RA IV. The proposal would include information on the RA IV 
GBON gap analysis; the mapping of regional and country opportunities; the readiness of the 
SOFF Implementing Entities and SOFF peer advisers to deliver in the region; the identification 
of opportunities to leverage investments of other environment and climate funds; past 
implementation challenges and potential solutions; and regional synergies and implementation 
approach.  
 
The Training Workshop on WIGOS tools for Regional WIGOS Centers (RWCs) expects to 
provide training to RWC staff and National Focal Points (NFPs) of RA IV Members on the use of 
WIGOS tools, particularly on the OSCAR and WDQMS web tool, and the interaction with the 
RWC through the Incident Management System (IMS). It will consist of presentations, 
discussions and hands-on practical exercises and examples. 
 
Other events are planned to be held in the same week, such as Public Private Engagement 
(PPE) and an overview of the regional projects in place. 
 
All events are planned in a hybrid format to allow for broader participation. 
 
The Infrastructure and Services Department, and PPE Office, in collaboration with the Regional 
Office for the Americas, will be responsible for the programmatic content of the Workshop. The 
Regional Office for the Americas will lead the logistics and travel support for the workshop.
